e The ROUSH front jounce bumpers must remain on the front struts. Do not remove.

e The front spring lower isolator must be removed from the production spring and
installed onto the ROUSH spring as shown in Figure 1. The isolator must be
installed as pictured with the second coil overlapping the end.

e The Roush rear jounce bumpers must remain on the rear axle. Do not remove.
